It is the responsibility of each of us to prevent the physical, emotional, sexual, financial and spiritual
abuse of vulnerable adults and to report any such abuse that we discover or suspect.

We undertake to exercise proper care in the appointment and selection of those who will work with
vulnerable adults.

The church is committed to supporting, resourcing and training those who undertake this work.
The church adopts the guidelines of the Baptist Union of Great Britain published in Safe to Belong.

Each person who works with vulnerable adults will agree to abide by these recommendations and
the guidelines established by this church and be DBS checked

In this church Mrs Sally Griffiths, Mrs Jan Grey and Rev'd Hayley Young are available to represent the
concerns and views of vulnerable adults at our meetings and to outside bodies.
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
